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Review/Study Questions

Foreword 
1. What are the four main sections of the New Testament?  And in order for the New Testament to be properly understood, what must be done?  Then, viewing the matter from another perspective, how is the New Testament to be understood relative to the Old Testament?  In fact, what type of connection exists between the Old and New Testaments?  And why is this so?
2. What is necessary when one wishes to understand the book of Acts along with a continuation into the epistles?  And of what does the book of Acts record?
Introduction
1. On what do the gospels, the book of Acts, and the epistles each center?
2. To what does the “kingdom of the heavens” (a literal rendering of the Greek text, which is used 32 times in Matthew) refer?  And what is the “chain-of-command” structure of that to which the “kingdom of the heavens” refers?
3. What are the “spheres” of the “kingdom of the heavens”?  And how do these spheres relate?
4. As a God-appointed ruler over the earth, what path did Satan take that disqualified him for this position?  And what “principle of biblical governmental rule” allows him to presently retain this position of authority?  But what was different pertaining to Satan’s reign, following his rebellion against God’s supreme power and authority, than it had been before that time?
5. In regards to the changed state of Satan’s reign subsequent and due to his rebellion, how did God intervene in order restore this portion (ruined province) of His kingdom?  And where is this restoration recorded?  And regarding this “restoration” by God, what did Satan do that allowed him to continue “holding the scepter” (authority over the earth)?
6. Since the Bible is a book of redemption, what end does this redemption encompass, which is more than just man’s eternal salvation through faith in God’s Redeemer and to which all of God’s redemptive purposes in Scripture are seen to move (toward this end)?  And where is the warfare recorded that will bring in this “end”?
7. What was meant by the phrase, “kingdom of the heavens,” when John the Baptist came on the scene to minister to Israel?  And why should Israel have known what was meant by the phrase?  And who introduced the concept “what was meant” by the phrase and where was it introduced in the Old Testament?  And where in the Old Testament is the form in which “what was meant” by the phrase covered in the Old Testament?
8. To what specific nation alone was the scepter “held by Satan of his angel” offered by Christ, John the Baptist, and twelve apostles?  But what action did this nation take as a result of this offer?
9. What was the status of the “offer” mentioned in the previous question within the book of Acts?  And regards to this, what action did the nation mentioned in the same prior question take?  And then, as a result of this, what did God do with the “offer”?
10. Apart from what can there be no such thing as properly understanding the gospels, Acts, or the epistles?
11. Upon what central thing did Christ focus upon while suffering at Calvary, which is what Christians are to focus their attention on as well?  And what central “age” and central “purpose” are in focus in Scripture pertaining to man’s redemption?
12. Regarding the interpretation of Scripture, what is the “only way” man can come into an understanding of “the deep things of God”?
Chapter One
1. Of what did Christ speak to His disciples during the forty days of His post-resurrection ministry?  And of what did He speak to them immediately before His ascension?
2. To what was the Spirit (being presented after the fashion to which Christ referred immediately before His ascension) inseparably connected?  And this being the case, then what question could have been expected for His disciples to ask?
3. What message pervaded the disciples mind at Christ’s ascension, which was proclaimed for a number of years following Pentecost?  And, specifically, what was this “message”?  And, what supernatural indicators (actions) attended the proclamation of this “message”?
4. What were the “two main differences” between the original and the re-offer of the kingdom message to the nation Israel?
5. For what was Israel made the repository, which went all the way back to promises given to Abraham?  And, conditioned on what by Israel could the kingdom of God have been established during Christ’s ministry on earth?
6. During the time covered by the book of Acts, what “entity” was then the rightful possessor of the kingdom, which was instrumental in bringing (proclaiming the message of) the re-offer of the kingdom to Israel?  And what parable in the New Testament revealed that there would be a re-offer of the kingdom to the nation Israel following events surrounding Calvary and the calling into existence of the Church?  And where is this parable found?
7. How and why was there a bona fide offer that couldn’t possibly have been accepted made to Israel prior and subsequent to the events surrounding Calvary and the calling into existence of the Church?
8. Regarding the offer and re-offer of the kingdom to Israel, what major thing must be taken into consideration, which will shed more light on the whole matter?  And what two distinct things must be in view in order for signs, wonders, and miracles to exist?
9. What two occasions were signs, wonders, and miracles performed through individuals manifested in the Old Testament?  And, by whom were all other signs, wonders, and miracles directly performed in the Old Testament?
10. In relation to what were signs, wonders, and miracles performed through individuals in the Old Testament?  And what principle of interpretation of Scripture does this illustrate?
11. What were the signs, wonders, and miracles to those who were manifesting them in Israel’s presence?  And, what were these signs, wonders, and miracles to mean to Israel regarding those who were manifesting them?
12. When did “the times of the Gentiles” began and when will it end?  And how is “the times of the Gentiles” defined by the author?
13. After the occasions recorded in the Old Testament, when did signs, wonders, and miracles next appear relative to Israel and the kingdom?  And, other than Christ, who also were “empowered” and “appointed” to demonstrate signs, wonders, and miracles relative to Israel and the kingdom?
14. To what people (nation) alone were Christ and His disciples sent relative to the offer of the kingdom of the heavens with its accompanying manifestation of supernatural powers?  And, what was the responsibility of the religious leaders in Israel once they were exposed to the offer of the kingdom and its accompanying signs, wonders, and miracles?  But, upon this exposure, what course of action did the religious leaders of Israel take?
15. What was the threefold end-result of Israel rejecting both the message and the Messenger of the kingdom of the heavens?
16. What was the evidence that indicated the re-offer of the kingdom to Israel after it had been taken from them and given to the Church?  Otherwise, if God had terminated His dealings with Israel at or before the time that the Church was called into existence, what would have ceased to exist?
17. What was the purpose of God in the manifestation of supernatural works in the Church after the ascension of Christ?  But then, what was the reaction of the religious leaders in Israel?  And, what was the two-pronged manner in which God was dealing with Israel immediately after Christ’s ascension that the author designates as God dealing with Israel in “a maximum manner”?
18. What events subsequent to the ascension of Christ have whole denominations through misinterpretation been built?  And what verse of Scripture misinterpreted have cults seized upon to explain the way a person is to be saved, which practically the whole of Christendom also misrepresents in order to counter the cults?
19. Regarding the “verse of Scripture misinterpreted” in the previous question, what must be understood first before it can be properly understood?  And, in view of Joel’s prophecy (Joel 2:27-32), how could the disciples only have associated the coming of the Spirit?
20. With what did the promise concerning the Spirit in Acts 1:5 have to do, which was fulfilled in Acts 2:4?  What two actions involving the Spirit happened to those in the first chapter of Acts?  And where else in the book of Acts is this work(s) of the Spirit subsequently found?
21. How does the Spirit affects (deal with) those saved today, which would be different in how He affected (dealt with) those in the second chapter of Acts?  And why is this so?
22. Events throughout Acts chapter two pertain to what people (nation)?  And, to put it another way, with what “beginning” did Acts chapter two (i.e., the immersion in and filling with the Holy Spirit) indicate? 
23. When will Joel’s prophecy be fulfilled?
24. How does the Spirit of God in the New Testament deal with the immersion in and the filling of the Spirit when these experiences are either connected with or separated from Joel’s prophecy?
25. In what manner is the Greek word pimplemi used in Acts 2:4?  And what are the five times this Greek word is used in the book of Acts relative to the filling of the Holy Spirit?  And, regarding the first three times it is used in this fashion, what is in view and what miraculous things accompany these events?
26. What “climatic point” is reached in the book of Acts prior to Paul and the Samaritans first appearing in the book and then Paul being saved?   And, what was the reason Paul initially always went to “the Jews first” in his ministry?
27. Regarding the Holy Spirit’s use of two different Greek words pertaining to the filling of the Holy Spirit, what is “the key” in determining what marks the difference in their use?  And, what is the difference in the way they are used?
28. The day of Pentecost was one of what three annual feast days that adult Jewish males were required to keep in Jerusalem?  And, according to the Greek historian Josephus, how many Jews did he estimate could have possibly been there during the day of Pentecost recorded in the book of Acts?
29. And regarding the message that was proclaimed to the Jews who had gathered for the day of Pentecost in Acts, what was expected of those who heard the message?  And with what did this message have to deal, the content of which lasted for approximately 32 years (until about 62 A.D.)?
30. Relative to the message proclaimed on the day of Pentecost to the Jews, what was the only means that the nation Israel could take in order to correct the previous wrong of Israel rejecting the proffered kingdom and crucifying the Messiah?  And, providing that the nation of Israel would take such a corrective course of action, what then would occur?
Chapter Two

1. According to the author, what must be understood, which is embodied in the opening (the first nine verses) of the book of Acts in order to be able to properly understand the entire book?  And what connection does the book of Acts provide between the gospels and the epistles?  And what is the result if one does not see this “connection?”
2. What is the central theme of (1) the gospels, (2) the book of Acts, and (3) the epistles?  And then, what part does the book of Revelation play regarding the matter (the common theme between the gospels, the book of Acts, and the epistles)?
3. With what does the one continuous divinely-given revelation deal, which comes from both Testaments (towards which all Scriptures moves)?  And pertaining to the central theme of both Testaments, what nation was the focus of Christ’s instructions to His disciples during His post-resurrection time (40 days) on earth?
4. When Christ informed His disciples that they would soon be “immersed in the Spirit,” of what could His disciples only think that this was about?  And, how does the grammatical construction of the Greek text in the first part of Acts 1:6 clarify their question in the latter part of the verse?
5. How is Christ’s response to His disciples’ question in Acts 1:6b usually misinterpreted?  And what prophecy in the Old Testament is inextricably connected to how the disciples understood Christ’s response, which was confirmed by Peter some ten days later?
6. With strictly what did the phrase “times or seasons” apply?
7. How was the re-offer of the kingdom to Israel to be carried out?  And to whom would the disciples need to leave the results of their ministry relative to the re-offer of the kingdom to Israel?
8. With what exactly did the various commissions by Christ to His disciples during the forty days subsequent to His resurrection focus upon?  And what truth was revealed by the message to be carried to Israel first?  And, on the other hand, what truth was revealed by the message to be carried to the Gentile world?
9. With what people or peoples in connection to the kingdom do the verses, Acts 2:38 and Mark 16:16, target?  And what happened to the disciples when they carried the message of the kingdom with great zeal to the people of Israel?  And why was the fulfillment of Mark 16:15ff not fulfilled, and, in fact, cannot be fulfilled today in the fashion in which it was intended?
10. What is the message that the Church is to carry to the unsaved today?  And why would a message of this type attended by signs, wonders, and miracles be out of place today?  And how can all things, with respect to miraculous signs, Israel, and the Gentile nations, be best seen in their proper perspective?
11. What no longer exists, which accompanied the kingdom message to Israel, because Israel was set aside relative to the kingdom?  And, what different approach would Christ’s commission in relation to the Church, of necessity, involve?
12. What does a “mountain” signify in Scripture?  In Daniel chapter two what does the Stone smiting the image pre-figure?  And with what is deliverance during Abraham’s day or at any point beyond associated?
13. What two things were the twelve leaders selected by Moses at Kadesh-Barnea to spy-out the promised land to bring back with them to the people of Israel?  And this was to be done in view of what goal from God for Israel?   The people of Israel under Moses were to focus their attention on what one thing?  And in the antitype, on what one thing should Christians today focus their attention?
14. What future did Christ anticipate while on the cross, which enabled Him to endure the suffering to which He was being subjected?  And how is this a “pattern” for Christians today?
15. To what is referenced by Christ’s comments, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth”?  And in light of what can the duel aspect (earthly and heavenly) of Christ’s coming kingdom be best seen and understood?
16. What was expected by the use of the Greek aorist participle in the beginning of the “Great Commission”?
17. What “salvation” is indicated in Mark 16:16, Acts 2:21, and Romans 10:13, 14 and why is this so?

18. And how do the events seen in Exodus chapter twelve shed light on the things which, first and foremost, are involved in the Lord’s commission to the disciples, whether seen in Matthew, Mark, Luke, or Acts?
Chapter Three
1. What set the tone for the ministry of the apostles throughout the book of Acts?  And what formed the beginning fulfillment of Joel’s prophecy?  And those filled with the Spirit on the day of Pentecost were empowered to manifest what specific sign?  And how was this sign manifested?
2. Upon hearing the message at Pentecost, what would have been expected of those who heard it regarding other Jews in their home country?  And upon hearing the message in their own languages, how did the recipients of the message react?
3. How did Peter explain the fact that those at Pentecost were hearing the message in their own native language?  And to what “issue at hand” did Peter direct the attention of those to whom he was speaking at Pentecost?  And events occurring on the day of Pentecost in Acts chapter two had what one purpose in view?  And if this purpose was filled, what would happen regarding Israel?
4. What did the question and its answer in Acts 2:37, 38 involve?  But throughout the book of Acts, especially the first seven chapters, what was the position of the nation of Israel regarding the message of Pentecost?
5. Following the events at Calvary, what “added tone” did the message (which was first preached to Israel by John the Baptist and Christ and then in the book of Acts by the apostles) take on, which became a “central emphasis”?  And what, according to the author, must be understood about the salvation message proclaimed to Israel, which is different from the salvation message that is to be proclaimed to Jews and Gentiles alike today?
6. What was the main difference in the message proclaimed to Israel in the original offer (in the gospel accounts) and the message proclaimed to Israel in the re-offer (in the book of Acts)?  And what were the conditions on Israel’s part at both times the message was presented?  And relative to the Messiah, what would the differences be if Israel had accepted the message prior to or subsequent to Calvary?
7. What statement by John the Baptist pointed toward the Cross, i.e., salvation relative to eternal life?  And when did this issue of salvation come into full focus during Christ’s earthly ministry?
8. Relative to the nation of Israel, what kind of Savior was to be received?  And, according to the author, what seems not to be understood regarding the generation of Jews to whom the kingdom of the heavens was offered both before and following Calvary?
9. Through what is salvation with respect to one’s eternal destiny treated in both Testaments?  And why can there be no difference in salvation throughout Scripture — whether relative to one’s eternal destiny or relative to deliverance in the kingdom?
10. What must be settled first for the individual regarding the two salvations of Scripture, which stand out in the opening four chapters of Genesis?  And how is salvation seen in a dual sense in Genesis chapter three?
11. How may the student of the Word come into the proper position to mine the treasures within the type that is set forth in Genesis chapter twenty-two?  And where in Scripture must a person start in order to understand the type as set forth in Exodus chapter twelve (and beyond)?  And relative to salvation, what is the basic overall type that establishes the framework upon which so much of Scripture rests?
12. What two different times in history, according to the author, was Christ slain?  And how many times was Christ offered as the Paschal Lamb?  And where and when did this occur?  And as offerings, to what did the Old Testament bloody animal sacrifice point and typify?
13. What efficacious value did the blood of animal sacrifices have prior to Calvary?  And what could the blood of animal sacrifices not do?  And how is this different from the shed blood of Christ on Calvary?  And with this in mind, explain the meaning of atonement and reconciliation?
14. What was the difference between God viewing the shed blood of animal sacrifices or viewing the shed blood of His Son insofar as not seeing man’s sins was concerned?  And what is the difference between Jews applying the blood of the paschal lambs (by faith) to the doorposts and lintel during Moses’ day and Christians applying the blood of the Passover Lamb, by faith, today?  And in both instances, what does God recognize?  And, also, what of God is seen?
15. Why did Christ not come to a lost generation of Jews, contrary to common belief?  And to whom specifically did repenting and being converted in Acts 3:19 apply?
16. What will be and what will not be restored to Israel by Christ?  And what must Israel now have to wait for, which will take two days, two thousand years.  And what must Israel pass through before it repents?
17. In the future what will Israel first have to experience before she can be dealt with relative to deliverance with respect to the kingdom?  
Chapter Four

1. In the earlier days of the Church, what was undoubtedly a major cause for concern among those in Israel?  And concerning the truth of the matter relative to the whole sacrificial system surrounding temple worship, what would the believing priests have seen and understood?  And what would the believing priest had understood regarding the true nature of animal sacrifices subsequent to Christ’s death and resurrection?
2. In the days of Christ’s earthly ministry, what did Jewish life revolve around?  And what set the stage for the climactic turning point in the book of Acts?
3. To what six things did the long discourse concerning Stephen lead?  And what probably provides the major reason for the “great persecution” arising against the church in Jerusalem subsequent to the discourse concerning Stephen?  And, subsequent to Stephen’s death, who appears in Scripture as the central person who goes throughout the land seeking to put a stop to the spread of Christianity?
4. What were the two main religious bodies in Israel during the days of the early Church?  Which one of them was the largest body?  And which one was considered the fundamental legalist of Judaism?  And which one was considered to be liberal in theology?  And the priests of that day were mainly from which religious body?
5. Were the priests who “were obedient to the faith” in Acts chapter six already saved?  And if so, on what basis were they saved? And what is the only proper basis for viewing the status of one’s salvation?  And upon what does this basis rest?
6. What “out of line” view about one’s “salvation” should never be taken regarding any Pharisee or Sadducee (who had availed himself of the blood of the paschal lam) during the days that Christ was upon the earth or any Christian of today who has availed himself of the blood of the Passover Lamb)?  And what is the heart of where so much false teaching relative to salvation lies today?
7. What is the way in which God has structured His Word?
8. From where did the Pharisees emanate?  And from where did the Sadducees emanate?  And to which of the two did Christ condemn the most in Scripture?  And why did Christ condemn this group the most?  And what is the significance of Matthew chapter twenty-three in regards to this group?
9. In what sense alone is the Greek word Gehenna used in the New Testament, what did it represent in the Jewish culture of the day, and who alone (with one exception) use it?  And how does the use of this word parallel Genesis 19:30 and Mathew 22:11-14?  And in light of how this word was used in the New Testament, what did it indicate regarding the position of the religious leaders of the day relative to eternal salvation?
10. What is it about the eternal salvation of the Jewish people in the times of Christ that must be understood in order to correctly interpret numerous passages throughout the New Testament, such as Luke 18:18-30?  And what must first be settled for an individual before he then is in a position to hear and understand the reason why he has been saved?
11. The expression, “the faith,” during the early days of the Church could only refer to what one thing?  And what did the priest who “were obedient to the faith” in Acts chapter six anticipate as a result of their conversion?
12. How does the latter half of Acts chapter fourteen verse twenty-two clarify the first half of the verse relative to the expression “the faith”?  And “continuing in the faith” involves what two things that are related and linked?  And which one precedes the other?
13. To what does the expression “kept the faith” as written by Paul in 2 Timothy 4:7 refer?  And as a result of “keeping the faith,” to what did Paul look forward in the future?  And how should the expression “lay hold on eternal life” be understood (interpreted) in First Timothy chapter six verse twelve?
14. What did Jude in his epistle originally want to write about to the letter’s recipients; and, instead, what did he write about?  And when Paul wrote concerning “false teachers” speaking perverse things, what were these “perverse things” of which they spoke?
15. How better should the Greek word that is translated “knowledge” in 2 Peter 2:20 and 2 Timothy 2:25 and 3:7 be translated?  And to what does this Greek word refer?  And what would be the outcome for those Christians who did not achieve and teach this “knowledge” according to 2 Timothy 3:1-8?
16. According to Christ in Luke 18:8, what would be the end result of the leavening process depicted in the parable of the woman and the three measures of meal at the end of the age upon His return?  And considering this dire forecast, what two things does the author exhort the readers to bear in mind?  And relative to the second thing that his readers are to “bear in mind,” what false doctrine regarding eternal salvation (i.e., the gospel of grace) does he mention that is often taught in churches today?
Chapter Five
1. Relative to the offer of the proffered kingdom to the people of Israel, both prior and subsequent to Christ’s death and resurrection and ascension, what was the result when the “climatic point” was reached in each offer?  And what passage in Scripture indicates the “climatic point” relative to the “original offer”?  
2. What was the attitude of the people toward Christ after seeing His miraculous work (sign) in the above passage of Scripture?  And what explanation (for Christ’s miraculous signs) did the Scribes and Pharisees give to the people in this passage?  And what did Christ call and say about that which the Scribes and Pharisees stated about His miraculous signs?
3. Where did the ministry of Christ change in the gospel accounts?  And within the symbolism of the passage that indicates Christ’s “change of ministry,” to what did the “house” and the “sea” refer?  And what use did parables play in relaying truth?
4. In the passage relative to Christ’s “change of ministry,” how many parables did He share and where did He speak them?  And subsequent to the giving of these parables, where in Matthew did Christ introduce the Church?  And, following this (His introduction of the Church), where in Matthew did Christ make the announcement that had been anticipated ever since the events in chapters twelve and thirteen?  And what was that announcement?
5. Of what did the “re-offer” consist, which the Church proclaimed to the people of Israel after Christ’s ascension into heaven?  And over what approximate time period did the Church make this re-offer to Israel?
6. What led Stephen to appear before the council of Israel’s religious leaders to call their attention to selected segments of Israel’s history from their own Scriptures, extending all the way back to Abraham?  And what must be understood beyond his message in order to understand the events that occurred both in heaven and upon earth at the conclusion of his message?
7. What was the fourfold description given of Stephen in Acts 6:5, 8?  And what is the definition of “grace,” as given by the author?
8. At the conclusion of Stephen’s message in Acts chapter seven, what activity both in heaven and upon earth reached an apex in relation to his message surrounding the re-offer of the kingdom to Israel?
9. Within Stephen’s message in Acts chapter seven, what three things did he call the religious leader’s attention to, which should have been understood by them by his presentation of a sequence of chronological events?  And what did Stephen accuse the religious leaders of doing, which was what their ancestors had also done?
10. What was the overall scope of Stephen’s message recorded in Acts chapter seven?  And knowing that God would keep His promise to Abraham, what three things should the religious leaders who were listening to Stephen’s message have been able to clearly see?
11. What would be known by any Jew who believed that which God had promised Abraham and who had any spiritual perception at all about that portended by events during the days of Solomon?  And with what two individuals did Stephen primarily focus upon during his message in Acts chapter seven?  And with what two points in time did Stephen, drawing from Old Testament Scriptures, mainly build his discourse around?
12. At the end of Stephen’s message in Acts chapter seven, what could Israel’s religious leaders have done that would have caused Christ to have returned and restored the kingdom to Israel?
13. What are the four occasions listed in the New Testament that document the “heavens being opened”?  And what “possibility was anticipated” by the heavens being opened at the end of Stephen’s discourse to the religious leaders in Acts chapter seven?  And to what other occasion of the “heavens being opened” in the New Testament does this relate?
14. When was the “Glory” removed from Israel?  And, due to this, what ended and what began?
15. What type of “title” is “Son of man”?  And who primarily used it in the New Testament?

16. What message must be preached by ministers today that will result in movement among those both in heaven and upon earth?  And when Paul exhorted Timothy to “preach the Word” in 2 Timothy 4:2, to what message contextually from the Word did he refer?
Chapter Six
1. In what manner did Stephen address the Jewish religious leaders of his day in Acts chapter seven?  And upon hearing Stephen’s address, what two response options did these religious leaders have before them?
2. What did the Jewish religious leaders do with their clothes just prior to stoning Stephen?  And what was Saul’s (Paul’s) demeanor during Stephen’s death at the hand of the Jewish religious leaders?  And what was Saul “at the center of” during the time of Stephen’s death?
3. According to the author, what “other plans” did God have for Saul?  And who eventually occupied the central place among Christians within God’s plans and purposes as they unfold throughout the remainder of the book of Acts, i.e., from chapter thirteen on?
4. What was the reaction of heaven at Stephen’s death?
5. What relative to Paul forms a dual type in Scripture?  And where in Scripture are the two facets of the “dual type” revealed?  And how has the Word of God been structured?  And what aspect of Scripture can both a saved and an unsaved person see?  But what must be true of the believer in order for him to be able to see an aspect of Scripture, which an unsaved person can never see?
6. What must take place for Scripture to be opened to a Christian’s understanding?
7. What two things did God do as He brought matters to pass in keeping with the timing and reason for Paul’s conversion?  And in relation to what two classes of people did He do these two things?
8. What “type” did God, through Paul’s conversion, once again set forth?  And in Paul’s conversion, how did God show exactly what would happen to Israel at the end of the present dispensation?  And how did Paul’s conversion as a “type” mirror the experiences of both Joseph and Moses as “types”?  And subsequent to Paul’s conversion, how did his actions mirror Israel’s actions subsequent to their future conversion to Christ?  And relative to the types set by Joseph and Moses, how will Israel act subsequent to their future conversion to Christ?
9. According to God’s revelation in the type set by Paul’s conversion, when will Israel’s conversion and subsequent actions pertaining to it occur?  And with what prophecy and its fulfillment was Paul’s immersion in and filling with the Spirit, following his conversion?
10. In effect, what two things did God show through the use of the Greek word pimplemi relative to the work of the Spirit at the time of Paul’s conversion?

16. When Christ was on the earth the first time, what were the two main religious parties in Israel?  How did they differ?  What one thing did they have in common?  And how is this similar to Christendom today?
17. How is “fundamentalism” a misnomer?  What is true “historic biblical fundamentalism”? And what conditions are going to continue until the dispensation is brought to a close by the return of the Son of Man?
Chapter Thirteen
1. The first twenty chapters of the book of Revelation provide a climax to what events in Scripture?  And with what events does this climax deal?  And the last two chapters of Revelation deal with what events? 
2. What characterizes the future Day of the Lord?  And what three things does the future Day of the Lord encompass?  What is the distinction between Man’s Day, the Lord’s Day, and the Day of God?
3. According to Scripture, where must judgment begin, which is an established biblical principle that can never change?  What verse of Scripture reveals this?  List five categories of those who will be judged first by God?  And which category awaits judgment in the opening chapters of the book of Revelation?  After this, what category is next?
4. What people must be judged before God can deal with the Gentile nations?  And when Christ returns, what people first must be judged before God deals with what other people?
5. What people will be judged during the Messianic Era?  And what is the Messianic Era?  And who will occupy it?  And who will be God’s witnesses in it.  And during it, to what does the “100 year probationary period” pertain?  And who (what category of people) will be completely outside the scope of the reason for man’s creation (in the beginning)?  And in what can they have no part?
6. What happens to Satan and his angels in the middle and at the end of the Tribulation; and, at the end of the Messianic Era?
7. Things relating to what two entities must be understood before anything else in the book of Revelation can be understood in its proper perspective?
8. How does the book of Revelation open?  Into what day does the Lord transport John at the beginning of the book?  And what does John see when arriving there?

9. In the opening of the book of Revelation, what do the seven churches represent?  And from what perspective must the first chapter of Revelation be seen in order to correctly view chapter’s two through four, which is a fact that must be kept in mind in order to not miss the central teaching in the first four chapters of the book?
10. Relative to the comment, “the things that you have seen,” which is the book’s first division, what were they?  And relative to the comment, “things that are,” the second division of the book, what time frame do they deal with?
11. Revelation 1:19 must be viewed from John’s perspective during what time period?  With this in mind, “the things that are” must have to do with what things?
12. What does chapters two and three depict in the book of Revelation?  And how is each epistle in chapters two and three in Revelation structured?  The seven churches revealed in these two chapters are to be viewed in what two ways?
13. If, with respect to the future day of the Lord, the complete Church existing throughout the dispensation is seen appearing before Christ in judgment at the end of the dispensation (in chapters two and three of Revelation), then this leaves no room for any type of teaching concerning what two things?
14. What does God reveal to John in the third division of the book, which begins in chapter four?  And what is the “central teaching” of this division of the book?
15. What must be understood pertaining to Revelation chapters one through three in order to understand the significance of what was revealed to John in chapter four?  And what is the focus of attention in chapter four?
16. In review, what does the first three chapters of Revelation center on showing?

17. What is the “positive side” of the judgment revealed in the first three chapters of Revelation?  And how does this relate to Satan and his angels?  And with respect to this, to what two things does the author note or call attention?  And what is “the setting” for what is revealed in Revelation chapter four?  And what is seen in Revelation 4:10?
18. What are the three sets of twelve, which are covered by the author, two of which are seen in Revelation chapter four?  From where do the “many crowns,” which Christ will wear upon His second advent to earth, originate?  And what will Christ do with these crowns, along with the crowns He will take by force?  And from where does Christ obtain His personal Messianic Era crown?
19. What are the two Greek words that are translated crowns in the New Testament, and how are they used pertaining to the present and future rule of earth?
20. Relative to the Tribulation, when does the “marriage of the Lamb” take place?

21. Where does attention in the book of Revelation focus after chapter four?  And to what does this focused attention anticipate?  And to what do the last seven years of Daniel’s prophecy, called “the time of Jacob’s trouble,” refer?
22. What do chapters six through eighteen of Revelation focus upon?  And all the judgments seen in these chapters are seen in what scope?  And how is the number “seven” used within the book pertaining to these judgments?
23. According to the prophecy within the ninth chapter of Daniel, when did God stop the clock pertaining to the people of Israel, which is the end of the sixty-ninth week?  And where in the book of Revelation will the clock start again, which will be the beginning of week number seventy?  And who will save the Jewish people in their “darkest hour”?  And what will they then realize?  And then what will be the result of this realization?
24. What are the two aspects of rule during the Messianic Era?  And where in the Bible was this first covered?  And by whom?
25. How will the government by Christ be set up during the Messianic Era?  And what will be Christ’s dual-scope of reign?  And what role upon earth will Israel play during the Messianic Era?
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
