Foreword

1. In what one realm only will the judgment seat of Christ be operable?  And upon what event is man’s eternal salvation entirely based?  And what verse of Scripture verifies that one who has believed in Christ can never be brought into judgment relative to eternal salvation?
2. What bothers some Christians about thoughts surrounding the judgment seat of Christ?  And what two entirely different matters must be recognized in order to clarify the issue?  And to what two verities do these two refer?  And what is changed pertaining to a person who has believed on the Lord Jesus Christ relative to his relationship with God?  

3. How does God deal with a person following the person’s “birth from above”?  And is this a factor in the eternal security of the believer?
4. What is it that numerous Christians fail to recognize?  And in what two things will decisions and determinations emanating from findings at the judgment seat result?  And within both of these things, what will be the result?
Chapter One

1. What relationship does human “works” have with man obtaining eternal life?  And through what “one revealed means alone” can man avail himself of eternal life?  And on the other hand, what “work” procured man’s eternal salvation?  And why is man totally incapable of producing works, which would be effective in obtaining eternal salvation?
2. Why can man never be brought into any type of judgment regarding the issue of his acquisition of that which he acquired through Christ's finished work at Calvary?  And solely upon what factors are decisions and determinations at the judgment seat of Christ based?
3. What biblical doctrine must a Christian first appreciate in order to properly understand issues surrounding the judgment seat of Christ?  And how must man obtain the reality of this doctrine?
4. What two phrases in Ephesians 2:8 and Titus 3:5 pertain to what man may or may not do relative to eternal salvation?  And what do these two phrases indicate?  And what did the exclamation, “It is finished,” which Christ cried out on the cross, indicate?  And how should the one Greek word from which this exclamation is translated, “It is finished,” be better translated?  And then, what would this indicate?
5. To what does the perfect tense in the Greek text call attention?  And how is this tense utilized in Ephesians 2:8?  And what work has the Holy Spirit performed relative to “one having no life;” and, what is this work based upon?  And how permanent is this work?  And in what realms is man completely “powerless” to act?
6. How does the author compare (two specific items) the ruin and restoration of creation and the ruin of man?  And what is the relationship (connection) of the latter with the former, in terms of “methodology” (pattern)?  
7. In the Genesis account of the restoration of earth, what were the three steps relative to “light”?  And regarding the restoration of fallen man, what is the comparable “first step”?  And what is the basis for this “first step” with man?  And how is the process relative to the restoration of man the same as the three steps in the restoration of the earth in Genesis?  And subsequent to this, what happens to man in his restoration (i.e. his composition), which is the same as what happened in the process of God’s restoration of earth in Genesis?
8. How does the author compare the time element in the restoration of earth with the restoration of fallen man?
9. What two elements compose the “dual truth taught in Exodus chapters 12 & 13?  And what two feasts in Israel’s prophetic calendar are introduced in these two chapters?  And what is the unchangeable order established by God in the book of Exodus?

10. What was the provision relative to Israel’s firstborn children, which allowed them to escape literal death in God’s deliverance of Israel from Egypt?  And if the provision was followed, what type of death was experienced?  And exactly how did the angel of death respond, depending upon the “provision” being followed or not followed, at each household?
11. What were the two types of deaths that occurred to the firstborn children in all of the households in Egypt during God’s deliverance of Israel from Egypt?  And what was the only thing that God looked for, which would determine one death from the other?  And how did each death “sit” with God?  And once each type of death was executed, what subsequent change could be made to it?

12. What is the “antitype” of this aspect of Exodus chapters eleven and twelve as described in the previous set of questions (item #11 above), which is relevant today?  And on what “different plane” did God deal with Israel following the Passover?  And how is this similar to God’s dealing with man today?
13. What feast immediately followed the Passover Feast?  And beginning with this feast, relative to what substance did God then deal with the Israelites?  And in conjunction with this feast, how many days were the Israelites to put this “substance” out of their houses?  And what were they to use in place of this “substance” for that period of time?  And what do the numbers “6,” “7,” and “8” stand for when interpreting the Bible?
14. In Scripture, what does “leaven” represent?  And what “period of time,” indicated by the number “7,” were the Israelites to put leaven out of their camp?  And what happened to an Israelite who refused to expel leaven from his household?  And this being the case, how did the Israelite die relative to the “blood”?  And how is this similar to “the entire accountable generation” of Israel that was delivered from Egypt?  And what bearing did being “cut off” have on both the individual Israelite who refused to put leaven out of his house and “the entire accountable generation”?
15. What is the New Testament “antitype” of the “type” expressed in all the questions in “14” above?  This being the case, in what position will Christians who fail (as Israel fell in the “type”) find themselves in relative to the “blood” and “the land to which they have been called”?
16. What is the “primary meaning” of being “cut off” as it related to Israel then and as it relates to Christians now?  And what coming event does this action regarding Christians await?  And what present ministry must Christian avail themselves of in order to be successful at this “coming event”?
17. What does the author say is “little understood today”?  And how is this reflected in/by Calvary regarding saved man?   And how is this reflected apart from Calvary regarding saved man?  And on what basis determines what judgment a man will one day face?  And on what basis will he be judged once there?
18. How shall a Christian’s works be revealed (tested) at Christ’s judgment seat?  What two types of works will be judged at this seat?  And what does each “type” represent?  And what will happen to each type while there?  And what distinguishes the nature of these two types of works?  And to whom does each type honor?
19. What two results come from works that emanate out of faithfulness?  And what will be the eventual position of a Christian as a result of this type of works?  And what is “alien to the thinking of many Christians”?  And why is this so?  And what has “been removed from their respective contexts and applied to our present salvation”?  And what results (two items) in churches that center on this type of teaching?
20. What does the author say “is another type of widespread teaching in the churches that recognizes works but has every Christian performing good works”?  And what is this teaching?  And what is its scriptural basis?  And what two things does it (this teaching) produce?
21. Into what area do works enter if every Christian inevitably produces good works showing his salvation?  And what can have no connection whatsoever with a Christian’s prior faith-acceptance of the finished work of Christ?  And what does the author say would be completely contrary to the teaching of salvation by grace through faith apart from works?  And if this would be so, then what would be the result for a Christian at the judgment seat of Christ?  And why according to 1 Corinthians chapter 3 is this incorrect?
22. What kind of issues surround one’s eternal salvation, whether during the present time or at the future judgment seat?  And how is this reflected in 1 Corinthians 3:15?  And what type of deliverance is seen in 1 Corinthians 3:15?  And what will the Christian not be able to escape even though being delivered in this fashion?
23. What does “just recompense” refer to relative to Christ’s judgment seat?  And if this was not the case, what would this say about God?  And what other view does the author mention that is little different than the teaching that ignores works?  And what two conditions in Christians does this “other view” produce?
24. What verse of Scripture is normally misunderstood, which fosters the “other view” mentioned in “23” above?  And the problem relative to the “other view” emanates from what two conditions regarding this text?  And how should this text correctly be understood?
25. For whom alone are rewards being reserved?  And who will be those who are destined to rule as joint-heirs with Christ?
26. What will be the results relative to the Christian, which will come if he only has works that are consumed by fire at the judgment seat of Christ?  And how will this condition relate to “the outer darkness”?  And what will occur in “the outer darkness”?
27. What day is coming in the not too-distant future for every Christian?  And what time period will this “day” follow; and, what period will it precede?  And what “review” will issues on that day surround (be concerned with)?  And in view of what results will this “review” be completed?  And what will be the purpose of that day, “aside from providing a “just recompense”?
28. Around what “thought” are events of the entire present dispensation revolving?  And upon what contingency does the extension of the Church rest during this dispensation?  And what two dispensations will be involved at the judgment seat of Christ?  And when must “preparation” for the judgment seat take place?

1. When will events of the judgment seat of Christ occur?  And what ministry is Christ performing today?  And how long will this ministry extend?  And when will judgment of Christians take place?  And when is this judgment completed?
2. What role does Christ exercise in Revelation 1:13-18?  And what is seen in this verse that determines this role?  And aside from this, what is the nature of this scene that surrounds this verse?  And what three things are mentioned in this scene that conveys this “nature”?  And what is said about Christ that speaks of “His glory”?  And then, when will “His glory” be manifested?
3. Into what “day” is the apostle John transported in Revelation 1:13-18?  And at this time, how does he see Christ portrayed?  And what “fact” is set forth by the chronological arrangement of events opening the book of Revelation?
4. What “revelation” is apparent from a review of the first five chapters of the book of Revelation?  And what prophecy will the Tribulation fulfill?  And what three things are mentioned by the author, which are concerns associated with the events occurring while the Church is in heaven, preceding the beginning of the Tribulation on earth?  And what is the event that will mark the beginning of the Tribulation?
5. What is the three-fold manner in which the book of Revelation is arranged?  And to what does each of these divisions refer?  And from what “perspective” does John relate the “things that are”?  And what do the events of chapter four follow, which is the primary thrust of chapters 2 & 3?
6. What is depicted by the seven churches in the presence of Christ in Revelation?  And by studying the opening chapters of Revelation, what fact becomes evident?  And what does the number “seven” in Scripture indicate?  And what does it specifically indicate in the opening chapters of Revelation?
7. What is the three-fold meaning of the seven churches in the opening chapters of Revelation?  And what “matter at hand” does Revelation chapter one introduce?  And then, what does chapters two through four add to this?  And then, what is introduced in chapter five?  And in terms of interpreting a “unit of truth” within the book of Revelation, what does the author suggest as a rule?  

8. And what is synonymous in Revelation 4:1 with that in Revelation 1:10?  And how is that which is “synonymous” related to the Church?  And at what time is this seen?  And what “promise” applies to all these churches in chapters two and three?  And what is the relationship between this promise and the seven churches?
9. What is the “structure” of each of the seven epistles to the churches in Revelation?   And what is the scope of fulfillment of the promise that concludes each of these epistles?
10. How are events in chapter four synonymous, yet different, to those in the previously three chapters?  And what are the “additional details,” as provided in chapter four, “concerning the seven churches in the presence of Christ in chapter one”?
11. According to the author, what are the “two things” one should keep “in mind” in order to “grasp exactly what is being taught in these opening chapters of the book of Revelation”?  And within these two things, what does the author say reveals “that every Christian will be removed from the earth at the termination of the present dispensation to appear before Christ in judgment”?
12. Relative to “types” and “antitypes” in Scripture, what statement does the author make in support of the Church being removed from earth prior to the Tribulation?  And accordingly, what does the author say “must parallel one another and be in perfect agreement”?
13. In what book of Scripture can be found “the three main Old Testament types dealing with the rapture”?  And what are these three types, which “present different facets of the same picture, together forming an Old Testament composite word-picture of the rapture”?
14. What two points in time are seen in Enoch being removed from earth?  And what do each typify?  And what two elements pertaining to the rapture are introduced in the “foundational type” in Genesis?  And how does the author interpret (associate with the Church) these two elements?
15. How do “some individuals move beyond that which is revealed in Genesis 4-8 or Hebrews 11:4-7 and attempt to teach a selective removal of Christians through using this overall, foundational type”?  And why does the author say this is an “improper way to view the type”?  And how is the author’s position bolstered by the type-antitype comparison of Noah’s deliverance through the Flood?  And what does Noah and his family being delivered through the Flood typify?  And how does the author argue for a non-selective rapture using subsequent types?

16.  What does the removal of Lot and family from Sodom prior to God’s destruction of the cities of the plain typify?  And how does this “type” indicate a non-selective rapture of the Church prior to the Tribulation?   And where in the New Testament are the Flood and the destruction of the cities of the plain dealt with in a parallel fashion?  And what two “main warnings” did Christ relay relative to this parallel picture of destruction?
17. What aspect of salvation is typified by Lot and his wife subsequent to being delivered from Sodom and its destruction?  And what relationship do these issues that are typified by Lot and his wife following their deliverance from Sodom have to do with the Rapture?  And is this is so, then where and when do these issues become relevant?
18. What five chapters in Genesis does the author indicate forms “one overall type consisting of numerous individual types”?  And what previous five chapters in Genesis does the author say indicates the same?  And what does each of these sets of chapters set forth?
19. In the chapters mentioned in “18” above, whom or what does Abraham, Isaac, Sarah, Abraham’s servant, and Keturah typify?  And how does the author explain the “antitype” of each “type”?  And how does the author show that the camels, Rebecca, and her damsels; all argue against a “selective rapture”? 
20. In dealing with Christians, on what two main areas does Scripture center?  And where (two places) in the New Testament may one “view the rapture in connection with the events set forth in the three Old Testament types under consideration”?  And what other location in the New Testament is the rapture presented (although details surrounding the events seen in the types are not presented in it)?  And which one of these provides the complete sequence of events as seen through the comparison of the types?
21. In relation to whom does the “Lord’s Day” follow “Man’s Day”?  And how does the “Lord’s Day” begin at a different time relative to “a segment of mankind”?  And to whom does this “segment” pertain?  And what period of time does “Man’s Day” cover?  And what portion of Scripture reflects the foundational type upon which “the whole of the matter” (i.e., Man’s Day and the Lord’s Day) rests?  And what transition will Christians experience at the time of the rapture?   And how is this seen in Revelation 1:10?
22. What does the author state will overtake some Christian’s “as a thief in the night,” which is seen in 1 Thessalonians 5:22ff?  And what does he say is the “subject at hand” in 1 Thessalonians 5:1-9, which is also set forth in chapters 2 & 3 of the book of Revelation, although seen from a different perspective?  And in what “companion passage” does the author state that the rapture is “plainly shown”?
23. What two things are seen in the opening chapter of Revelation relative to Christians “in that future day”?  And in what fashion or state is the “complete Church” seen in chapters two and three of Revelation?  And where does a separation of Christians on the basis of faithfulness occur?
24. Preceding what event will all Christians appear in Christ’s presence to be judged?  And what will this “event” initiate relative to the earth?  And thusly, what two aspects of the rapture are seen in the antitype (i.e., the complete Church before Christ for judgment preceding the start of the Tribulation as seen in Revelation chapters 2 & 3), which two aspects are in complete accord with the types in the Old Testament?
Chapter Three

1. What two biblical passages does the author quote to show the two major categories into which decisions and determinations emanating from findings at the judgment seat will fall?  And what “fact” does the author state is set forth in Scripture in a number of different places through a number of different means (types, parables, direct statements), beginning with the writings of Moses in the book of Genesis and terminating with the writings of John in the book of Revelation?
2. Upon what “basis,” specifically and solely, does Scripture state that a Christian will be judged at the judgment seat?  And into what “two central categories,” will fall that which is tried relative to each Christian?  And then, what will each Christian receive regarding the matter?
3. What are the “two major events” (one past, one future) in Scripture, common to all Christians, with which every Christian should be intimately familiar?  And what does the “past event” not do and do for the Christian?  And what would be the alternative for the individual if the “past event” did not do what it does for him?
4. When will issues of the judgment seat of Christ and issues of the great white throne judgment occur relative to the millennial dispensation?  And why will these be so?
5. Of what is the Church to be the recipient (which Israel rejected)?  And what is the “primary purpose” of the judgment seat of Christ?  And commensurate with what aspect of the Christian’s life will a Christian at the judgment seat receive “exactly what he deserves” (i.e., “a just recompense”)?  And what will a Christian be shown to be qualified or disqualified for at the judgment seat?
6. Activities of what two dispensations will issues surrounding the judgment seat involve?  And how will this be so?  And what are the two positions, in one of which, a Christian will find himself in the coming dispensation?  And what kind of “equality” will be part of either position?  And how does this relate to “territorial authority” within the coming dispensation?
7. To what does the Greek word bema refer?  And how have some expositors sought to understand this Greek word relative to the ancient Grecian athletic games in Athens?  And due to this “understanding,” how do many Christians attempt to understand the bema of Christ?
8. How is the word bema used in the New Testament, which is quite different from its use in connection with the athletic games in Athens?  And how did Paul liken himself to a contestant in a game in accordance with 1 Corinthians 9:24-27?  And what two possibilities did Paul anticipate at the end of contest, at the bema of Christ?
9. What are the two passages in the New Testament in which the bema is used relative to the judgment seat of Christ?  And where and to what are the “other uses” of the word bema in the New Testament?  And what is “exactly the Scriptural view of the judgment seat of Christ”?

10. What are the two forms of “justification” presented in Scripture?  And what two passages of Scripture (found in Ephesians and James) refer to them?  And how does “confusion run supreme” and “individuals often commit mayhem when studying Scripture” relative to these two forms of justification?  And what is the basis of each form of justification?
11. From what two positions will a Christian’s works emanate?  And what is the “proper goal” of justification by works?  And what does the conjugation of the Greek word translated “righteous acts” in Revelation 19:8 indicate?  And how does the author understand works that “emanate out of faith”?
12. How does Scripture indicate how “works possessed by every Christian” will eventually be “revealed”?  And where will this revelation take place?  And if the works are comparable to “gold, silver, and precious stones, what three things will they bring about?

13. At the judgment seat of Christ, what should a Christian expect who is “justified by works”?  And what should he expect if he is not “justified by works”?  And what is the choice a Christian may make as to where he saves his life (soul)?  And what is the difference between “saving one’s life” and “losing one’s life” for a Christian in this lifetime?
14. Where will the “terror of the Lord” be manifested?  And what are two passages of Scripture, which are parallel passages, that specifically mention the Greek word (phobos) related to this?  And with what classification of individuals are these two passages concerned?  And what type of “knowledge” is mentioned in this passage, which is revealed in the Greek text?  And who (classification of person) alone possesses the means to receive and rightly divide the Word of God?
15. Why is an unredeemed person unable to come into a rudimentary knowledge of God’s Word?  And drawing from the text and context, what is the only way the passage can be understood in Hebrews 10?  And what is the “peculiar relationship” that often exists concerning the Greek word epignosis throughout the epistles?  And this (relationship) being the case, how does it affect the meaning in Hebrews 10?
16. What is Christ’s office and ministry today?  And how does a Christian avail himself of Christ’s ministry today?  And how does the “willful sin” of Hebrews 10:26 differ from any other sin that Christians can commit?
17. How does a Christian, who “walks in the light,” deal with sin in his life?  And how does a Christian, who “walks in darkness,” deal with sin in his life?  And what “sacrifice” remains for the one in the latter category?
18. What is the only “possible way” the willful sin in Hebrews 10:26, for which there is no sacrifice, can be properly understood?  And how are all the warnings in the book of Hebrews closely related?
19. What is referenced in both the type (chapters 3 & 4 [second warning]) and the antitype (chapter 6 [third warning]) in the book of Hebrews?  And what can Christians do today, which the Israelites did under Moses in the Old Testament, “with the same result following”?

20. What is the relationship of the “heavenly land” to which Christians have been called to the willful sin, for which there is no sacrifice, that Christians can commit today?  
21. How does the author show the nexus (link or connection) to a text in Hebrews having to do with a central purpose for Christians assembling together during the present dispensation?  And what danger do Christians face who fail to assemble together for this “central purpose”?
22. “Simply put,” how does the author specifically define the “willful sin”?  And how does the author show the gravity of this sin in Numbers 15:30-36?
23. With what is the land set before Christians associated?  And what will happen to a Christian who comes into a mature knowledge of this land and who subsequently turns his back to it?  And how would this action be similar to the individual who purposely sinned in Numbers 15:30-36?  
24. Drawing from both Numbers 13-15 and Hebrews 3, 4, 6, how does the author say that Christians in Hebrews 10:26ff can sin through only one means?
25. What three things does a Christian do when committing the “willful sin”?  And why does God place the willful sin in a category of this nature?  And according to Hebrews 10:27, what is the one thing that awaits a Christian who commits the “willful sin”?
26. What is the author’s conclusion as he compares Hebrews 10:30, 31 with 2 Corinthians 5:10, 11.

Chapter Four

1. What are the contents of Revelation chapters two and three?  And how are these contents transmitted to the recipients of these two chapters?  And what facet of angelic ministry within Christendom, which is often overlooked, is introduced in these two chapters?
2. What is the “concern” of the angelic ministry within Christendom?  And how does this ministry differ as depicted in Hebrews 1:14 and then in Revelation chapters two and three?

3. How have many expositors over the years sought to teach the word “angel” in Revelation, chapters two and three in each of the seven churches?  And to what does the Greek word, which is translated “angel” in these chapters, refer?
4. What are the tree arguments advanced by the author, which show that the “angels” in Revelation chapter two and three are indeed angels and not humans?

5. How does the author describe the “basic structure” of the epistles (letters or messages) to the seven churches in Revelation chapters two and three?  And, according to the author, what does the opening verse of each epistle contain?  And then, following the content of each opening verse, what “statement” precedes the remainder of the letter?  And then, following this “statement,” what things are mentioned?  And following these “things,” what “promise” is made?
6. What thought or theme is continued by the “descriptive” aspects of Christ in chapters two and three of Revelation?  And to what “central theme” does the commentary within each epistle to each church in Revelation chapters two and three pertain?  And what do these commentaries provide?
7. What subject is brought into the picture in each epistle?  And how does this subject relate to Christians?  And what is clearly revealed by the words “overcoming” and “blessings,” which terminate each church letter?

8. What is the “scope of fulfillment” of the seven different overcomer’s promises, which are contained in chapters two and three of Revelation?  And what will precede this “scope of fulfillment,” which is specific to every Christian?

9. What information is provided by the contents of chapters two and three, which pertains to the picture of Christ in chapter one?

10. What is the meaning and the “thought inherent” in the Greek word that is translated “overcome”?  And with what “view” have Christians been saved?  And what is the “very heart of the message” that is to be proclaimed to Christians throughout the dispensation?  And since Israel has been “set aside,” what is God now doing with the human race?
11. Who makes up the composition of God’s “new creation” (forming “one new man ‘in Christ’”)?  And what privilege does God extend to this “new creation” (this “one new man”)?  And what will judgment at the end of this dispensation reveal pertaining to this privilege?  And what is the “subject matter” dealt with in the opening three chapters of the book of Revelation?
12. What are the “three great enemies” that must be overcome in the Christian life?  And what comes to Christians from these three (enemies/realms)?  And what can be produced from that which comes to Christians from these three realms?
13. How is the “world” overcome by Christians?  And what passage in Scripture substantiates this?  And what is the basic (entry) requirement before anyone can overcome the “world”?  And what are the three expressions in the Scripture passage that substantiates how a Christian overcomes the “world” that state this “basic (entry) requirement?
14. What is the Greek “tense” of the words “begotten,” and “begot” (used twice) in the passage of Scripture that substantiates how Christians are to overcome the world?  And what does this “tense” indicate in the Greek language?  And in the same passage, what two tenses are used to translate the word nikao (overcomes)?  And what type of action do these two tenses convey?  And considering these words and their tenses, what does this passage convey pertaining to Christians?

15. What is the relationship between one’s standing before God and his overcoming or not overcoming the world?  How does the author contextually explain how “overcoming” is used in 1 John 5:4 & 5?  And what does the author state is a “major subject” of 1 John?  And what three things in the world (system) are under the control of Satan?  And what is the status of the way things exist during Man’s Day?  And what change is coming relative to this status?
16. How does a Christian overcome “the flesh”?  And what two passages of Scripture state this?  And how can a Christian put to death the deeds of the body?  And what produces the constant warfare that exists in the life of every believer?  And how can a Christian achieve victory in this warfare?
17. How is the man of flesh with his deeds seen in Scripture?  And what will happen in a “future time” should a Christian not put the things associated with the man of flesh to death during the present time?
18. Where (Scripture location) has the original and unchangeable pattern for restoration associated with a ruined creation forever been established?  And what order of restoration took place in this pattern?  And what aspect of this pattern will someday no longer exist?  And how is this pattern duplicated in man?  And how is darkness seen in Scripture?  And what is associated with darkness in man?  And what “sentence of death” should a Christian carry out in this present time?  And what should a Christian reprove (expose and judge) in this present time?
19. How does a Christian overcome the devil?  And what two passages of Scripture state this?  And how does this overcoming of Satan relate to “the faith”?  And to what doctrine in the New Testament is the expression, “the faith,” peculiarly related?
20. Why must a Christian be sober and vigilant?  And in the Greek language, what do the two words, which are translated sober and vigilant, mean?  And through what means does Satan stand ever-ready to bring about defeat in the lives of Christians?
21. Why is Satan so intensely interested in bringing about defeat in the lives of Christians today?  And where in Scripture must one go to find the answer to this question?  And how does the creation of Adam and Eve relate to this question?  And how does the creation of Satan relate to this question?  And what occurred between man and Satan that allowed Satan to continue in the purpose for which he was created?  And what did this then necessitate “at a later date”?
22. Why did the “last Adam” have to meet Satan face-to-face?  And what is the reason for the present dispensation?  And what is the “one simple, revealed reason” for Satan’s direct attack against Christians?

And how could Israel fail to take the land under both perspectives?  And how does the Israelites’ association with the Promised Land relate to Christians today?  And how does the author use the terms “simple knowledge” and “mature knowledge” in relation to both Israel of yesterday and Christian’s today, both pertaining to a “promised land”?
8. Why (How) did Israel suffer defeat before ever engaging the enemy in combat?  And how does this relate to the Christian today and the “goal of his calling”?  And how does this help to make clear Hebrews 6:4-6?
9. As with Israel of yesterday, to what “one goal” is everything associated with Christians today directed?  And in what one book in the New Testament that, in its overall structure, possibly sets forth that facet of truth dealing with the Christians’ relationship to the heavenly land better than any other?  And contextually, how is this shown in the book?  And what two eras are in consideration within the book?
10. Who is the “one new man” according to Scripture?  And what is God making known to the incumbent rulers of the heavenlies through this “one new man”?  And contextually, why has God placed pastor-teachers in the Church, which is in fact the pastor-teachers primary task?
11. Where in Scripture is the enemy revealed and is listed the proper armor with which the Christian is to clothe himself?  And what is the proper armor mentioned in the Scripture and each piece’s meaning?  And what is the struggle portrayed in Jude 3-5?  And what would be the strived-for objective of the “false teachers” in Jude?  And what admonition expressed in Jude must Christians follow in order to gain the victory?  And what will be this “victory”?
Chapter Sixteen
1. What doctrine does the book of James primarily teach?  And what view is central within this doctrine?  And to what fact does the opening of the book of James point?  And what does the author state is a “lifelong process” to a Christian?  And what person in the Old Testament does the author use to illustrate this “lifelong process”?  And what specific act of obedience in that person’s life demonstrated that he was “complete, lacking nothing”? 
2. What is the “inseparable connection,” spoken of by the author, which leads a Christian from spiritual immaturity to maturity?  And what is the “key” to the whole mater of spiritual maturity?  And from where is this “key” derived?  And what is an “integral part” of the entire process of spiritual growth?
3. What do trials and testing to one’s faith bring about (produce in a Christian) in the book of James?  At what location will “approval” or “disapproval” in connection with blessings and crowns occur?  And during what timeframe will the reason for approval, blessings, and crowns be realized?  And what will take place with Christians who one day realize the purpose for their calling?
4. How is the Greek word “dokimos” utilized by James in his book, by Paul in 1 Corinthians, and by the author of Hebrews?  And what is “in view” with regards to the word as it is used in Hebrews?
5. How does the treatment of the “birthright” by Esau help one to understand the passage in Matthew where there will be “wailing and gnashing of teeth”?  And what warning in the book of Hebrews constitutes an Old Testament type of that rejection that Paul referred to in 1 Corinthians 9:27?  And how does this teaching, both in Hebrews and by the apostle Paul, apply to Christians today?
6. For whom are the “spiritual blessings,” which are associated with the “heavenlies” mentioned in Ephesians 1:3, reserved?  And what kind of Christians cannot appropriate these blessings?  And what aspect of salvation is that which is referred to as “so great salvation” in Hebrews 2:3?  And what kind of suffering is associated with this “so great salvation”?  And what position is obtained by a Christian if he is successful in this suffering?  And when will this be realized?
7. What are the prerequisites for a Christian to exercise sovereignty during the coming age?  And from where must works emanate in order for them to survive the fire at the judgment seat of Christ?  And what will be “in view” with the testing of works at the judgment seat?  And for what “revealed purpose” is that which is “in view” with this testing of works at the judgment seat?  And what can be compared in the books of Hebrews and Revelation to best show this “revealed purpose”?
8. What two “companion parables” did Christ deliver to His disciples to graphically illustrate how the “revealed purpose” of the preceding question is to be realized?  And how does each parable do this?  And what is the “one thing above all” that is required of servants?  And what commodity will always follow this “one thing”?  And upon kind of activity is a “well done declaration” mentioned in the two parables contingent?  And what will be commensurate to that which is deserving of a “well done declaration”?
9. What is the “slightly different facet of the picture” brought out by the author in comparing the second to the first of the two parables of the preceding question?  And what is “the task at hand,” which pertains to these parables?  And what will happen to the servant who does not exhibit that which is considered “the task at hand” as is revealed in these parables?
10. What are the two great mountain peaks, which dominate the whole of Scripture?  And what is the “one end in view,” as is evident as “the matter at hand” in both parables of the preceding question (#9)?  And upon what focal point does both parables center?  And what interpretation of these parables completely hides the truth of the matter as is taught in them?  And what are the four observations the author states regarding these parables?
11. What is the “broader purpose” of which the work of Christ on the cross is essential?  And what are the two central issues of His first coming that were made known by Christ?  And what did Simeon in the temple in Jerusalem see in Christ as is shown in Luke 2:25ff?  And what must happen in order for that which Simeon saw to take place? 
12. What took place in Christ’s earthly life, which showed him qualified to redeem that which the first Adam forfeited in the fall?  And what is the ultimate purpose for man, which was made possible by Calvary?
13. Upon what subject was Christ’s entire earthly ministry centered?  And what was the reaction to this by Israel?  And subsequent to Israel’s reaction, what is taking place regarding the subject on which Christ’s earthly ministry centered?  And to what day is everything in Scripture moving toward?
14. What is the greatest thing God has ever designed for the ones whom He has redeemed?  And how do the angels relate to this “greatest thing”?  And how should Christians respond to the suffering that prepares them for this?  And on what warning did the author elaborate in his “concluding thoughts,” which mirrored the main concern of the apostle Paul?
Appendix

1. How do most Christians interpret the expression, “outer darkness”?  And by interpreting the phrase in that manner, what is ignored by most Christians?  And by forcing an interpretation of this nature on the passage, what four incorrect views exist pertaining to doctrine?

2. How many times and where does the expression, “outer darkness,” appear in Scripture?  And how does the book of Luke allude to the place of “outer darkness”?  And what would be a correct rendering of the Greek words, which are translated “outer darkness”?

3. How would the expression, “outer darkness,” be better understood by the understanding of the tradition in the East of the festivities attendant a royal wedding?  How should one understand the placement of faithful and unfaithful Christians in the coming day of their judgment, as relative to the expression, “outer darkness”?

4. What sequence of events is outlined in Matthew, which after a manner is not seen in the other gospel accounts?  And how should this sequence of events be considered in the passages that list the expression, “outer darkness”?
5. In what passage is the expression, “outer darkness,” first used in Scripture?  And what is the text and context subject of this passage?  And with what does “The Sermon on the Mount” deal?  And what is the subject matter preceding and succeeding “The Sermon on the Mount” in the book of Matthew?  And how does the author characterize the miraculous works of Christ among the Jewish people?  And what was the requirement on the part of the Jewish people, which would gain for them that which these miraculous works represented?
6. What did Christ find unique about the Roman centurion who came to Him for the healing of his servant in Matthew 8:5ff?  And to whom did Christ refer with the expression “many will come from east and west”?  And to whom did Christ refer with the expression “the sons of the kingdom”?  And to what future events did the entire scene that utilized these expressions anticipate?
7. Where is the second appearance of the expression, “outer darkness,” in Scripture?  And what is the contextual usage in this passage?  And to whom did the “servants” and the “other servants” refer?  And to whom did “those who were invited” refer?  And what was the meaning and outcome of the parable in which appeared this second usage of the expression, “outer darkness”?
8. What was the “final blow,” which then facilitated the kingdom being taken from Israel and being offered to anther nation?  And who composed this other “nation”?

9. How is the expression, “outer darkness,” applied differently in Matthew 8 and Matthew 22?  And may these two different usages be reconciled?  And what is the distinct similarity relative to the manner in which the expression, “outer darkness,” is used in both passages?
10. Where is the third use of the expression, “outer darkness,” in Scripture?  And to whom does the passage (Olivet Discourse) address in which this expression is used?  And what is the subject of the three parts, which comprise this passage?
11. What are the four parables, which follow the parable of the talents and are interrelated after such a fashion that the expression, “outer darkness,” must be looked upon as applicable in parallel passages in all four?  And on what themes does the parables of the fig tree, the days of Noah, and the four subsequent parables center?  And given the meaning of the word, “parable” (in the Greek), what does each parable contribute to their common subject?
12. What, according to the author, is possibly the best illustration in Scripture showing the downward path that it is possible for a Christian to take, ultimately leading into the place of darkness outside the light?  And what are the seven steps of the “downward path” shown in this illustration?  And how does this illustration eventually help one to understand the expression, “outer darkness,” where there will be “weeping and the gnashing of teeth.”
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
