3. Where did the bride of Christ exist in eternity past?  And what had to happen before the bride could be brought forth in time?  And where did this “happening” take place?  And what were the two elements that proceeded from Christ that were necessary to bring into existence the bride of Christ?  And what will be the condition of the Son once the bride is presented back to Him?

3. How does the birth of Isaac typify the birth of Christ?  And how does the offering of Isaac as a sacrifice typify the death and resurrection of Christ.  And what is the meaning of the name of this place of this sacrifice after it was renamed?
4. What is typified by Sarah’s death following the offering of Isaac? And what is typified by Abraham sending his servant into Mesopotamia to procure a bride for Isaac?  And what is typified by Abraham’s remarriage to Keturah following the completion of his servant’s mission in Mesopotamia?
5. According to the type, when must the proper time in which events surrounding the procurement of a bride for God’s Son occur?
6. What is typified by the age of Abraham?  And what is typified by Abraham’s servant?  And what is typified by the covenant between Abraham and his servant?
7. What does the number “ten” signify in Scripture?  And why were ten camels required to be taken by Abraham’s servant into Mesopotamia?  And what is typified by “all of the master’s goods”?  And how do they relate to the bride of Christ?  And do all who are not the bride of Christ understand “all of the Master’s goods”?

3. In Old Testament times who was made the repository for both earthly and heavenly promises and blessings?  And why was this not extended to any other seed (descendants)?  And what caused God to call into existence another entirely new recipient for that which was rejected by the first recipient?
4. What determines Christians as Abraham’s seed?  And what are Christians in-line to inherit?  And in what activity of the Spirit does this inheritance perfectly in accord fit? 9. What is the central message of Scripture, which is the message upon which Satan has centered his attack throughout this dispensation?  And what must Christians do if they are to expect the storehouses to be opened and the blessings of the Lord to flow out?
10. What are the four areas listed by the author of how Joseph dealt with his brethren during the time of famine?  And how does this foreshadow Christ and Israel in the future?
11. Who was the only full-blood brother of Joseph?  And in the Old Testament type, who represents the entire nation of Israel during that future time of trouble when the Israelites go to Jesus for help?
12. Of what does gold and silver speak in Scripture?  And what do the numbers “ten” and “five” signify in Scripture?  And of what material is the foundation of the temple composed?
13. What fact is set forth by the silver cup — found in Benjamin’s possession, to be found in Israel’s possession?  And what is foreshadowed by Joseph’s brethren realizing that the cup was in their possession?  And what is foreshadowed by Judah’s confession to Joseph upon learning that the cup was in their possession?
14. How does the author explain Paul’s salvation on the Damascus road as not just a new birth of mercy?  And what is set forth in “type” by Paul’s conversion?

And what is in view when a contextual understanding is achieved of the word translated “resurrection” in Philippians 3:11?  And this being the case, what then is the subject at hand and with what issues is this subject associated?
